By working collaboratively with local churches, social service agencies, health care

Love INC provides transportation for Mom and sick child —  

After a vehicle accident left Mom without a car, she feared she would 

be unable to get her son to the Hershey Medical Center for his critical 

medical appointments.  Knowing Love INC has helped other families in this situation 

before, the hospital pediatric social worker called Love INC.  

Caring Love INC volunteers have been transporting Mom, the sick child, and a 

younger sibling to and from the Medical Center three times a week for the last three 

weeks, ensuring this young boy receives his ongoing care.  Additional volunteers 

have been making dinners for the family on clinical appointment nights providing 

extra caring support during this difficult time.
